Jennifer Vissage and Megan Thomas led discussion pertaining to the roads
located within Millstone Subdivision. Megan headed the discussion by providing notebooks
to Council Members with pictures and recent data of Millstone Subdivision.

Jennifer Vissage stated that according to her research, City’s typically
take responsibility over the roads when construction is 90% complete. Millstone is currently
at 70% completion.
